A Century with Levi-
nas. Radboud University Nijmegen, Department of Philosophy, 21-23 September 2006.
Association pour la Célébration du Centenaire d’Emmanuel Levinas, the Institute for
Phenomenological Research (Laszlo Tengelyi, Bergische Universitit Wuppertal), the
Arbeitsgruppe Phinomenologie und neuere franzésiche Philosophie (Bochum) and the
Deutsche Gesellschaft fiir Franzdsichssprachige Philosophie (Berlin), represented by
Andris Breitling in Germany. This conference is meant to continue and renew the
research in the Dutch- and German-speaking countries into the work of Levinas, especial-
ly with regard to the revolutionary way in which he elevated ethics to the level of first
philosophy and his renewal of phenomenological thinking. In addition to being a meeting
and platform for discussion between mainly young thinkers, this conference is meant to
open and articulate new and fruitful perspectives on cooperation in research in remem-
brance of the important role of »creativity and fecundity« in Levinas’s work. This against
the background of Levinas’s own debt to the phenomenological tradition in Germany and
in close connection with the renewal of phenomenology in France. The cooperation
between French, German and Dutch phenomenology scholars in the recent past has led
Dutch and Belgian philosophers to launch a new initiative: the founding of a Society for
Phenomenology in the Dutch-speaking Countries (Netherlands and Belgium), working
in close connection with French and German allies in phenomenological philosophy. The
foundation of this new Society in Phenomenology in the Dutch-speaking Countries will
be officially announced at this conference which is being held to celebrate the dialogical
renewal of phenomenology by Emmanuel Levinas. The new Society’s first publication is
intended to contain the main contributions to the conference.

Intersubjectivity, Recognition, Otherness. Rethinking Sociality

First Michigan State Workshop in Social and Political Thought, November 17/18,
Michigan State University, East Lansing. During the last two decades, the question of »the
other« and »otherness« has been intensively discussed in philosophy, sociology, psycho-
analysis and Jewish studies. In this connection, three ways of looking at this field have
turned out to be especially fruitful: [1] the concept of recognition (rooted in Hegel), [2]
the concept of »the other« (rooted in Husserl and Buber), both of which have also been
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addressed by feminist social philosophy and have led to a paradigm shift in psychoanalysis
and in childhood psychology and [3] the anthropological and pragmatic concept of action
(rooted in Mead). In addition, the problem of whether our basic social relations are to be
understood as symmetrical, asymmetrical, or as a combination of both have led to alterna-
tive concepts of justice and the socio-political framework. This First Workshop in Social
and Political Thought at Michigan State University will discuss new directions of under-
standing what is probably one of the most fundamental concepts of human life and its
social organization.

Despite Oneself. Subjectivity and its Secret in Kierkegaard and Levinas

Workshop 09.02.2007 - 10.02.2007 University of Copenhagen, The Faculty of Humani-
ties. So far relatively few scholars have examined the relation between Levinas and Kierke-
gaard. This workshop is an attempt to take up that challenge. It focuses on the more
problematical aspects of Kierkegaard’s and Levinas’ conceptions of subjectivity in relation
to alterity — both in relation to the divine Other and to the human other(s). The task of the
workshop is threefold: First, we will outline and clarify Kierkegaard’s and Levinas respec-
tive conceptions of the subject and/or the self as it is involved in interpersonal relations
and in the God-relationship. Secondly, the commonalities and differences between these
conceptions will be highlighted. Finally, the implications, strengths and weaknesses of
their ideas will be discussed. Among the controversial issues to be raised are the following:
Which ideas of subjectivity or selfhood are criticized when Kierkegaard speaks of the
necessity of »self-denial« or »self-annihilation« and Levinas of the »breakup« of the ego’s
identity? To what extent are their criticisms justified and to what extent are they, themsel-
ves, to be criticized? Are their counterclaims, e.g. Kierkegaard’s notion of subjectivity as
self-relation and Levinas’ notion of subjectivity as subjection, substitution and susceptibi-
lity, convincing? Does Levinas rightly criticize Kierkegaard? What are the benefits and the
dangers of advocating an asymmetrical rather than a reciprocal relation between the self
and the other? In what sense must alterity remain exterior to the self, and in what sense can
it be inherent in a self that comes to understand itself as another? In line with these
questions, broader themes like the status of ontology, the relation between ethics and reli-
gion, immanence and transcendence as well as the meaning of time can also serve as star-
ting points for discussion. Keynote speakers: Arne Gron (Center for Subjectivity
Research, Copenhagen), Pia Seltoft (Seren Kierkegaard Research Centre, Copenhagen),
Rudi Visker (Institute of Philosophy: Centre for Ethics, Social and Political Philosophy,
Leuven), Claudia Welz (Center for Subjectivity Research, Copenhagen). Additional
papers are welcome (incl. discussion max. 30 min, no more than 2200 words). If you'd
like to present a paper, please send an abstract of about 200—400 words.

Raume und Orte. Spannungen eines Paradigmas

Internationale Tagung der Deutschen Gesellschaft fiir Phinomenologische Forschung,
3.-6. Oktober 2007, TU Darmstadt, Piloty-Gebdude am Herrengarten. Die Tagung hat
einen doppelten Fokus — »Riume und Orte« — und fasst damit eine fiir die Phinomeno-
logie entscheidende Spannung ins Auge: Diejenige zwischen der allgemeinen Kategorie
»Raumc« (unendlich, physikalisch, homogen) und der konkreten Positionsgréfie »Ort«
(lokal, situiert, perspektivisch). Was sagt die Phinomenologie zum Raum? Wo liegen
raumtheoretische Potentiale? Ist die Phinomenologie selbst geprigt durch riumliche
Metaphern? In den Kultur- und Sozialwissenschaften hat der Raum Konjunktur: Der
Globalisierungsdiskurs malt das Bild eines »Verschwindens« der Riume, die Wissen-
schaftstheorie wird durch die Frage der »Situierung« und des lokalen Charakters von
Wissen bewegt — und in Geschichte und Soziologie spricht man von einem spatial turn.
Ziel der Tagung ist es, das reichhaltige Archiv der Phiinomenologie zur leiblichen Konsti-
tution wie auch zur Epistemologie von Riumen zu reaktivieren. Sechs Kolloquien sind
geplant: 1. Architekturen: Anordnen und Griinden. Architekturen fragt nach riumlich
grundierten oder tatsichlich riumlich gegriindeten Ordnungen und Logiken, z. B. episte-
mischer, aber auch institutioneller oder urbaner Art. Gefragt sind Problemstellungen wie:
Riume der Wissensorganisation; Topologien oder andere riumliche Darstellungsformen;
die Aura des Ortes in Motiven wie Stiftung oder Fundierung; strukturierende Raummeta-
phern; »Grund« als problematische Verbindung von Kausalitit und Raum bzw. Ort. 2.
Fundstellen: Lokalisieren und Situieren. Fundstellen fragt nach dem Singuliren, Akziden-
tellen, Punktuellen als Modalisierung von Raum. Gefragt sind Problemstellungen wie: der
Status des Exemplarischen; Raum-Aspekte des Intentionalen: Aufsuchen, Festlegen,
Sammeln, Bestimmen; riumlich indizierte Methodologien; erkenntnistheoretische Figu-
ren wie Approximation und Exploration. 3. Machtriume: Verteilen und Begrenzen.
Machtriume fragt nach den topologischen und topographischen Primissen der wirksa-
men (das heift: machtgeladenen) Distribution von Objekten sowie nach Formen der
riumlichen Limitierung und Okonomie. Nahe liegend sind in Begriffen kondensierte
Problemstellungen wie »Grenze«, Exklusion/Inklusion, »Zirkulation«, Verstreuung
(»dissémination«), Verknappung. Denkbar sind aber auch weniger anschauliche Fragen
der Macht: Parzellierung, Uberwachung, auf Distanztechniken beruhende Kontrolle. 4.
Schauplitze: Auftreten und Verschwinden. Schauplitze fragt nach Orten, Formen und
Praktiken der Prisentation wie auch nach dem klassisch phinomenologischen Problem-
feld Wahrnehmung — Erscheinung — Evidenz. Gefragt sind Problemstellungen wie: Thea-
tralitit und Reprisentation; Raum und Bild; Vergessen, Verlust, Verdringung; Merleau-
-Pontys Theorem der »Dichte«; Husserls Theorem der »Apprisentation«. 5. Hindernisse:
Anhalten und Ausweichen. Hindernisse fragt nach dem fiir Riume und Orte gleicherma-
en elementaren Moment des Widerstands oder auch im Plural: der Widerstinde. Wo der
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»discours« reibungslose Passagen findet, lisst sich der »parcours« auf Umwege, Ablenkun-
gen, Abwege ein. Mégliche Problemstellungen sind: Hemmung, Stdrung, Irritation; das
Problem des Anderen und des Fremden; Perspektiven- und Ebenenwechsel; »Blinder
Fleck«; Abenteuer, Spannung, Angst. 6. Ausginge: Aufbrechen und Offnen. Ausginge
fragt nach Formen der Negativitit, die sich artikulieren lassen am Leitfaden von Ort
und/oder Raum. Denkbar sind alle Problemstellungen, die durch Topoi wie Utopie,
Heterotopie, die fiir die Phinomenologie kardinalen Metaphern der »Offnung«, des
Risses, des Abgrundes, des Bruches oder auch die Metaphorik der »Leere« vertreten
werden. Die Kolloquien schen durchgehend Doppelprisentationen vor (Referen-
tIn/Respondentln). Die Beitrige der ReferentInnen und Respondentlnnen kénnen
nahezu den gleichen zeitlichen Umfang haben (25 plus 15-20 Min.). Die Paarungen
werden durch die Veranstalter — nach Riicksprache — zusammengestellt. Vorschlige und
auch bereits gemeinsam eingereichte Papers sind willkommen. Die Konferenzsprachen
sind Deutsch, Englisch, Franzésisch.
